Use Of Atom

In Geneva last week repre-
sentatives of some 80 count-
ries without nuclear weapons
continued to examine ways of
assuring their security, dimi-
nishing the nuclear threat, and
promoting the peaceful use of
the atom in a world oversha-
dowed by the nuclear bomb.

Foreign Minister Brandt of
West Germany said his country
would seek prohibition of any
aggression — be it with
nuclear, biological, chemical,
or conventional weapons. The
last category, he remarked co-
uld be used by a nuclear state
against a non-nuclear one, as
shown by. recent events.
Foreign Minister Medici of
Italy said that the entrance of
foreign troops into Czechoslo-
vakia had violated one of the
basic principles of this year’s
treaty designed to prevent
further spread of nuclear
weapons and provide security
assurances to nations fore-
going them. Yugoslavia’s
Assistant Secretary of State
for Foreign Affairs, Mr.
Bewovski, said that the Non-
Proliferation Treaty did not
meet the needs of collective
security and added that the
intervention by force in the
affairs of independent states
was growing. Ambassador
Vakil of Iran urged more
