IRISH “GONGS”

The variety and distinctiveness of medals and ribbons as
worn by members of UNFICYP contingents is a source of
perpetual delight and puzzlement — delight to collectors of
“Militaria” and puzzlement to those who can never make out
which ribbon represents a decoration, a campaign medal, a

distinction or an award.

It would appear that there
is scope for a series of items
from the different contingents
which would enlighten us
through the pages of Blue
Beret. In the hope that others
will follow the lead, we sub-
mit this short outline of Irish

-Military Medals and decora-

tions.

On older members of the
various Irish staffs and con-
tingents you will see a red and
white ribbon. This was award-
ed to those who had served the
requisite amount of service
during what was termed the
Emergency, ie. roughly the

period of World War 2. Since
anybody wearing it must
automatically have at least 27
years service in the Irish
Defence Forces at this junctu-
re, you don’t find so many of
them among officers or other
ranks.

The next medal is the Long
Service Medal which is award-
ed to NCOs and Privates only,
its ribbon comes in two varia-
tions — all blue which re-
presents 10 years service or
blue with a gold stripe mean-
ing that the wearer has at
least 15 years service.
