U THANT RETURNS

CEASE BOMBING CALL REITERATED

HE UNITED NATION SE-

CRETARY - GENERAL, U
THANT, was back at Headquar-
ters last week following a ten-day
visit to his native Burma, in the
course of which he met high offi-
cials from the Democratic Repu-

blic of Viet-Nam (North Viet-
Nam).
On his return, U Thant ex-

changed information on the Viet-
Nam situation with Ambassador
Arthur Goldberg of the United
States, who had also just returned

from a trip to the Far East.

The meeting, held at Mr, Gold-
berg’s request, lasted an hour-
and-a-half.

Upon returning to New York,
the Secretary-General said in an
airport statement, that he was
more than ever convinced that a
halt to the bombing of North
Viet-Nam alone could bring about
useful and meaningful talks, As
things stood at present, he said,
the conflict would be ‘’prolonged
and bloody”’.

NEW REPORT
ON RHODESIA
SANCTIONS

(X /IDE COMPLIANCE WITH THE SECURITY COUNCIL’S

EMBARGO MEASURES against the white minority re-
gime in Rhodesia is indicated by a new compilation of answers
from States to the Secretary-General’s enquiries on this issue.
The report was made public on Monday, and brings to 92 the

number of countries that have answered U Thant’s

interna-

tional canvas on how the December Council resolution is being

carried out.

In that resolution the Coun-
cil banned import from Rho-
desia of a list of key products
as well as the export to that
country of armaments, aircraft,
motor vehicles, and oil.

One of countries covered in
the last summary — neighbor-
ing Botswana (formerly Be-
chuanaland) — says that while
complying with some of the
earlier voluntary sanctions —
specifically those dealing with
arms and oil — it would run
serious economic risks if it
went beyond this. It notes the
Charter article providing for
consultations with the Council
in such case.

Analagous difficulties arising
from economic dependence on
Rhodesia had been mentioned
earlier by two other nearby
countries, Zambia and Malawi.

Among those that have not
yet answered U Thant’s enquiry
is South Africa. In U.N, debate,
African States and others have
charged that she is the main
lzop-hole in the embargo. Ano-
ther neighbor of importance is
Mozambique, administered by
Portugal. Lisbon has not re-
ported any compliance with
the Council’s sanctions, but has
questioned various legal aspects
of the resolution. She has also
raised the issue of economic
losses incurred by Mozambique.

HE SPECIAL UNITED

NATIONS COMMITTEE
ON SOUTH-WEST AFRICA
this week received African
proposals for financing United
Nations machinery to take
over the territory’s admini-
stration from South Africa
with a view to its self-deter-
mination and independence.

The proposals also called for
a declaration of independence
not later than June 1968.

The African members of the
Committee — Ethiopia, Nige-
ria, Senegal, and the United
Arab Republic — proposed that
expenses directly related to the
operation of the UN Council
for the territory be met by
funds from the regular UN
budget.

The administration of South
West Africa under such UN
machinery would be financed
from revenues collected in the
territory.

Men bazarerne er absolut ikke
hele Damascus.

OME 300 OFFICERS AND

MEN OF THE CANADIAN
CONTINGENT attended a memo-
rial service at Camp Maple Leaf
on 8 March for His Excellency the
late General The Right Honour-
able Georges P. Vanier, DSO, MC,
CD, who died as Governor-Gene-
ral of Canada on 5 March in
Ottawa.

Mr. Thomas Wainman-Wood,
Canadian High Commissioner,
read the first lesson (Wisdom
Chap. 3 vv 5 to 15) and Major
J.W.P. Dupuis, of the Royal 22nd
Regiment of which General Vanier
was a founder, read the second
lesson in French (St. John Chap
6 vv 35 to 44). Captains J. F.
Farmer and P. C. Bisson were the
Protestant and Roman Catholic
chaplains officiating.

Col. W. W. Turner, Contingent
Commander, delivered the eulogy
in which he tiaced General
Vanier's life and accomplishments
saying that, as a ““lawyer, gallant
soldier, as a distinguished diplo-
mat and since 1959 as the Vice-
Regal authority, His Excellency
proved a man of inspiration to ali
Canadians...”"

Born in Montreal in 1888 Gen.
Vanier studied in three Quebec
Province colleges and universities,
was admitted to the Quebec bar in
1911.He went overseas in the First
World War which the 22nd Bat-
talion of which he was one of the
founders. (It later became the
Royal 22nd Regiment, the famed
““Van Doos’’ whizh was the first
Battalion to serve under UNFICYP
in Cyprus for Canada.)

General Vanier was awarded
the DSO, the Military Cross and
later the Bar to the MC and was
severely wounded in both legs.

After the war he commanded
the Van Doos, then in 1928
began his diplomatic career, initi-
ally in the League of Nations,
followed by secretaryship to the
Canadian High Commissioner in
London and in 1939 as minister
to France. He escaped just befo e
France fell to Germany.

He commanded a military dis-
tri-t in Canada as a brigadier and
in 1943 was appointed Canada’s
first minister to the London
governments of Czechoslovakia,
Greece, Norway, Poland, Yugosla-
via, Belgium and the Nether-
lands. He was also Canadian re-
presentative to the French
National Committee in London,
following it to Algiers. He was
decorated with the US Legion of
Merit, Degree of Commander.

In 1944 he began nine years
as Canadian Ambassador in
France. He also served as Honor-
ary Colonel and later Colonel of
the Regiment of the Van Doos.

He was appointed Governor
General of Canada in 1959, pro-
moted to general in 1964 and
had his term extended indefinitely.

Col. Turner deszribed him
during the Camp Maple Leaf ser-

vice as ‘‘a patriot” and quoted

His Excellency’s thoughts on
unity.., “‘the first and prime es-
sential without which even our
least ambitious hopes for the
future will founder...”

Col. Turner suzgested the best
of tributes to General Vanier
would be to exercise the qualities
he had advocated for Canadians
to achieve greatness — imagin-
ation, intelligence, hard work and
the willingness to accept and ap-
preciate the best in our fellows.

HE UN DECOLONIZATION

COMMITTE LAST WEEK
TURNED its attention to French
Somaliland, where an independ-.
ence referendum is scheduled for
19 March.

Somalia declared that the re-
sults of a vote would in no way
represent the true desires of the
people because unjust and unde-
mocratic methrods were being
used in the preparations, with
supporters of independence being
arrested on trumped up charges
or expelled.

The Somali representative noted
that France had not responded to
the General Assembly request
that United Nations presence be
permitted in the territory before
and during the referendum.

Tanzania said the people were
being subjected to colonial inti-
midation, while Mali said decolo-
nization was under way and that
it had faith in France.

NUCLEAR EXPERTS GROUP
ENDS FIRST MEETINGS

HE GROUP OF TWELVE
EXPERTS APPOINTED
BY THE UNITED NATIONS
Secretary-General to examine
the effects of the possible
use of nuclear weapons has
concluded its first series of
meetings in Geneva and has
agreed to reconvene again
in Geneva, in June, for fur-
ther discussions.
The group has been en-
trusted with the task of pre-
paring a report on nuclear

effects as well as on the
security and economic impli-
cations for States wishing to
acquire or further develop
nuclear weapons.

Secretary-General, U Thant,
has often stressed the impor-
tance of the work of the ex-
pert group, stating his hope
that its report might aid in
understanding the dangers
inherent in the present arms
race.

FIGHTING
VIRUS
DISEASES

SOUTH OF SAHARA

HE WORLD HEALTH ORGA-

NIZATION HAS EMBARKED
on a new programme to fight
virus diseases in Africa, south of
the Sahara.

Dr. W. C. Cockburn, Chief of
the Virus Diseases Section at
WHO Headquarters in Geneva,
said each year viral diseases such
as smallpox, polio, respiratory ail-
ments and certain forms of
meningitis and encephalitis take
their toll of sickness and death in
Africa.

In one large African city, he
went on, mo-e than a thousand
children under the age of five
were estimated to die annually
from respiratory ailments of viral
origin.

The World Health Organi-
zation, Dr. Cockburn said, would
provide a study team in virology
together with Iaboratory equip-
ment and supplies to any country
requesting it. The team woula
concentrate on immediate practi-
cal health problems and would
aim at leaving behind, when it
moved to another area, an effi-
ciently functioning virus labora-
tory manned by lozal staff.

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COMMITTEE
TO PROBE
PRISON
TREATMENT

THE HUMAN RIGHTS COM-
MISSION HAS DECIDED TO
SET UP an expert group of emi-
nent jurists and prison officials to
investigate charges of torture and
ill-treatment of prisoners, de-
tainees or persons in police
custody in the Republic of South
Africa.

The action of the Commission
was in response to a communic-
ation on the subject received from
the Special UN Committee on
Apartheid. Allejations of prisoner
ill-treatment were contained in a
letter from the Committee’s
Acting Chairman,

Condemning such practices, the
Commission asked the Secretary-
General to convey its concern to
the Government of South Africa,
and to ask that Government to
see that its treatment of political
prisoners conformed with civilized
standards of penal law and
practice.

The resolution adopted by the
Commission called for the widest
possible publicity for the docu-
ments received from the Com-
mittee on Apartheid. It urged all
international - humanitarian orga-
nizations to do everything in
their power to help alleviate the
situation, and appealed to States,
organizations and individuals to
contributemto_the UN Trust Fund
for helping apartheid victims.

SOUTH WEST
AFRICA

of UN Technical Assistance aid
would be set up on an emer-
gency basis, with a voluntary
fund set up for the purpose.

Under the African plan, the
proposed UN Council would en-
sure the withdrawal from the
territory of all South African
police, military forces and ot-
her personnel.

Any action by South Africa
to frustrate the Council’s task
would be considered an act of
aggression requiring Security
Council action.

South Africa has said it
would resist any UN take-over
with all the force at its dis-
posal.

As the proposals were sub-
mitted to the Committee, the
United States representative
indicated that his delegation,
along with others, would soon
submit specific proposals of
their own. :
