Security Gouncil Weighs

The 15-nation UN Security Council continued last week
to examine the situation in Jerusalem in the light of Jordan’s
protest that Israel was defying UN General Resolutions call-
ing on her to rescind measures taken to change the status of

Ambassador Muhammad E1
Farra of Jordan said Jerusa-
lem was the victim of conti-
nuing Israeli expansionist
moves and that the Council
must call a halt to them lest
the prospect for peace be
irretrievably damaged. He
asked the Council to condemn
Israeli violations and fix a
time limit for compliance with
the Assembly resolutions.

U Thant Sees
Paris Talks
Leading to Peace

In a brief statement issued
at UN Headquarters on Fri-
day morning, the Secretary-
General, U Thant, said he ho-
ped the Paris talks which
opened last week between the
United States and North Viet-
Nam “while only a first step”
would be fruitful and “lead
to a just and peaceful settle-
ment of the tragic war in
Viet-Nam”.

The Secretary-General was
scheduled to address the Uni-
versity of Alberta, in Edmon-
ton, Canada, on Thursday. He
was expected to refer to the
question of Viet-Nam in / his
speech.

WORLD HEALTH AGENCY
MARKS 20th ANNIVERSARY

UN Secretary-General, U
Thant, paid tribute on 7 May
to the World Health Organi-
sation for an ‘“altogether re-
markable” contribution toward
the improvement of health and
the reduction of human suf-
fering throughout the world
during the past 20 years. The
occasion was the 20th anni-

versary of the UN specialised
agency.

The . commemorative
was marked by a

the World Health Assembly in
Geneva, as well as by a brief
ceremony at UN Headquar-
ters in New York.

In his statement at Head-
quarters, which was also read
out in Geneva, the Secretary-
General pointed out that the
conditions of life had been re-
volutionsed in many areas by
campaigns such as the WHO
eradication programme of ma-
laria. ;

LEBANON CHARGES
ISRAEL SHELLED
BORDER VILLAGE

In a letter to the UN Se.
curity Council made publio
this week at UN Headquaters
in New York, Lebanon char-
ged that Israel has shelled
the Lebanese village of Hula
for 15 minutes during the
night of Saturday to Sunday,
killing one woman and wound-
ing another and a child.

Lebanon declared that the
shelling was a wanton act of
premeditated aggression that
followed eight days of Israeli
threats and provocations.

In its letter, Lebanon said
that it had been ascertained
that no “Fedayyin” — Arab
guerillas — had crossed the
1949 Armistic Line in either
direction.

Road Safety Gorner

Keep an adequate distan-
ce between vehicles in traf-
fic. A useful rule is to drive
on a ‘‘distance number”.

That is, keep from the
preceding vehicle just as
many metres distance as
the speed is in km./h. mul-
tiplied by the ‘distance
number”. For example:—

In town you drive on
“distance number” x 3.

In the country on “dist-
ance number” x 1.

That means for instnace,
if you drive in a town with
a speed of 30 km./h., the
distance of the proceeding
vehicle ought to be at least
Fx 30m. = 15 m;

A final rule is, that the
distance between yourself
and the preceeding vehicle
should never be less than
2 metres.

GENERAL ASSEMBLY DEBATE

ON S.W. AFRICA

The UN General Assembly — grouping delegations from
all 124 UN Member States — continued to debate last week
the problem of South West Africa, while its main Political
Committee examined the US-Soviet draft treaty against the
further spread of nuclear weapons.

The UN Council for South
West Africa recommended last
week that the General Assem-
bly ask for Security Council

action to get South Africa out -

of the Territory and enable
the United Nations to take
over in preparation for its in-
dependence.

The Council said it was con-
vinced that “forceful” measu-
res would be needed to bring
about South Africa’s removal
from South West Africa. The
report of the Council was pre-
sented to the Assembly by
Ambassador Anton Vratusa of
Yugoslavia, President of the
11-nation organ set up a year
ago to assume the transitional
administration of the old Lea-
gue of Nations mandated Ter-
ritory.

A number of African and
East European speakers took
the floor in the Assembly to
denounce South Africa and
call for vigorous UN action to
break her grip on the Terri-
tory. Some argued that sup-
port by Western Powers made
it possible for her continued
defiance.

Ambassador Diaconescu of
Romania said the Assembly
should call for effective measu-
res by all Member States to
prevent aid to South Africa.
Mr. Diaconescu said that South
Africa’s continued represes-
sion could lead to racial war
in southern Africa.

ON US-USSR
NON - NUCLEAR
DRAFT PACT

Mixed views on the US-So-
viet draft treaty to bar the fur-
ther spread of nuclear weap-
ons in the world were expres-
sed in the UN General Assem-
bly’s Main Political Committee
last week.

Ireland, the Netherlands,
Norway, Denmark, the Ukrai-
ne, Austria and the Maldive
Islands, among others, urged
the prompt endorsement of the
pact as the opening of the road
to disarmament and enhancing
the security of all nations. 3

Sweden expressed a general
support for the draft, although
she was critical of the lack of
provision for halting the nuc-
lear stockpiling by the atomic
Powers. 3

Nigeria — one of the parti-
cipants in the Geneva Disarma-
ment negotiations — said that
the draft left a lot of room
for improvement, but provided
perhaps the maximum area of |
agreement now possible.

Iran supported the draft des-
pite strong misgivings about
the proposed security assuran-
ces for non-nuclear States.
