Road Safety Gorner

Night driving is different.
That seems obvious, but
many drivers do not under.
stand how diferent, When
darkness falls, they are dri-
ving in another world, yet
they still use their daytime
habits and attitudes. It
would be just as sensible to
wear summer clothing in
winter. Conditions have
changed and you need mo-
re protection.

What is so dangerous
about the early evening
hours? Experts say that as
daylight fades to twilight
and then into darkeness.
drivers fail to adjust to the
changing light conditions.
They blunder into a twi-
light trap in which daylight
has faded and artificial
light does not do much
good.

The ability to drive safe-
ly at night depends upon
several things but the most
important is the driver’s
own vision. Other factors
are illumination, vehicle
speed and weather.

1) Know the visibility

range of your head-
. lights.

2) Drive so that you can
always stop within

your visibility range.

3) Driving at night de.
mands slower speed.

4) Reduce speed when fa-
cing the glare from ap-
proaching headlights
and if necessary stop.

5) Drive at the reduced
speed until your eyes
recover from glare.

6) Dip your headlight
when driving in built
up areas.

7) Dip your headlight
when meeting other ve-
hicles or when follo-
wing another vehicle.

8) If an approaching dri-
ver fails to dip, do not
fight glare with glare.

9) Look at the left hand -
side of the road when
meeting another vehic-
le and avoid looking
directly at the head-
light of the oncoming

vehicle.

10) Never underestimate
bad wheather condi-
tions.
