They are really eating a lot at the
Swedish battalion! The Catering
Officer, Captain Bo Hervén gets
most of the food from Dhekelia
Base, but he and his men also' buy
vegetables in Larnaca, beer and
juice in Limassol and various
food-stuff in Nicosia. In a week
they bring home approximately
1 400 kg potatoes, 600 kg pork,

520 kg meat, 170 kg bacon, 110 kg
chiken and 525 kg vegetables.
Swedcon also receives some food-
supply directly from Sweden. That
includes 225 kg crisp bread per
week, 60 kg lingonberryjam, 30
kg mustard and 65 kg coffee. 1 kg
is 2,2 pounds.
