A word first about the Re-
public. After the end of World

War | the enormous seventeen
nation Austro-Hungarian Monar-
chy collapsed. The Emperors of
the Hapsberg dynasty no longer
ruled and the Republic of Austr.a
was declared on the 12 Novem-
ber 1918. Her borders were re-
cognised and have rema'ned
little changed over fifty years.
This year marks the fiftieth an-

niversary which is to be
b-ated in conjunction with
National Day.

In 1955, Austria regained her
Sovereignty after ten years of
foreign troops on her soil, when
they departed. The date, need-
less to say was October 26th of
that year, when the National As-
sembly also took the opportunity
to declare the constitutional law
