1973, the Security Council ap-
proved a resolution authorising
a UN emergency Peace-Keep-
ing Force in the Middle East.

As a result, the Secretary-
General instructed the Com-
mander of UNFICYP, as a first
emergency step, to transfer

temporarily the Austrian, Fin-
nish and Swedish Contingents
to the Middle East to form the

advance part of the Peace-
keeping Force.
On Friday morning, appro-

ximately 200 men of all ranks of
each of the three Contingents
prepared for their move and
