ROTATION
OF FINNISH
CONTINGENT

The rotation of the Finnish Con-
tingent serving with United Nations
Force in Cyprus began on Tuesday
21 April 1970, with the arrival of
the first of three UN chartered
flights to Nicosia.

The main body of the incoming
troops arrived today. The new Fin-
nish UN Battalion 13, consisting of
273 all ranks, will replace the Fin-
nish Battalion 12 which has been’
serving first in the Nicosia East
District  and then in the Kyrenia
District of Cyprus.

There will be no change of com-
mand as Colonel Reino Raitasaari
will — also command the new Finnish
UN Battalion 13 and stay on as
Commanding Officer - in
Kyrenia District,
