This week, on Friday March 17th, the
People of Ireland, at home and abroad, will
celebrate their National Festival, Saint Patrick’s
Day. Saint Patrick, a native of one of the
western provinces of the Roman Empire, Bri-

tain or probably Gaul, was the son of a Roman

Government administrator and grew up a
christian. While still very young his town was
raided by a plundering expedition from Ireland
and he was carried off into slavery. He spent
the next six years herding sheep for his master
on the hili of Slemish in Co. Antrim. One
morning, following instructions given to him
in a dream, he made good his escape by
boat to Gaul and eventually rejoined his own
people. However, his years in Ireland had left
a deep impression on him and he decided to
- become a priest and bring the light of faith
back to that pagan land.

After many years of study and travel in
Europe, he eventually set out for Ireland, with
the blessing of the Pope, and landed at Saul
in Co. Down. He converted the local chief
Dichu who in return gave him the use of his
barn, as a church. He founded his Ecclesias-
ticai Capital nearby at the city of Armagh,
which remains to this day the seat of the
Primate of all Ireland. Continuing his journey
South, he arrived at Tara, the therd Capital of
Ireland, where, having anticipated the flames

to the God Beal, by lighting the Pascal Fire
he drew on himself the wrath of the high
priests and nobility who had gathered there
for the great pagan festival. However in the
ensuing war of words and wisdom, with the
high priests, he succeded in convincing the
High King of the validity of his doctrine and
converted him to the true Faith. With the
conversion of so prominent a man as the High
King, the power and influence of the high
priests was broken and the conversion of the
entire country was only a matter of time. His
work was made easier by the fact that the
Irish ‘already possessed a high concept of the
Natural Law.

Patrick established the new religion on
the monastic system. In this way groups of
men and women gathered in religious com-
munities to work the land, study the arts and
serve the glory of God. The numerous ruins,
high celtic crosses and round towers which
dot the countryside to-day are a proof of the
success of his mission. Many holy men settled
alone in the wilds and built themselves cells
where they spent their lives in prayer and
meditation. It was from this secure foundation
that the monks and missionaries set out from
the 6th to the 9th centuries to convert Western
Europe, and to win for their country the title
“Island of Saints and Scholars”.

Patrick himself had shown them the import-
ance of prayer and self-denial, and on occa-
sions he retreated to the wild and rugged
places to fast and meditate. The most famous
of these are the Hill of Croagh Patrick and
Lough Derg. To the present day the Irish still
follow his footsteps in pilgrimage to these
places.

HOLIDAY

When he died after some thirty years
work, he had won for himself a place of
everlasting honour in the hearts of the Irish
People. We have not forgotten him for his
gift of faith and it was this common belief
which helped make us a Nation and which
through centuries of persecution has been the
most enduring force in our history.

SAINT PATRICK'S DAY:
AT HOME AND ABROAD

Saint Patricks Day holds a special place
in lrish History and every year we honour
him by parades, sporting fixtures and in par-
ticular by the wearing of the Shamrock When
Patrick encountered difficulty in preaching the
Doctrine of the Trinity he made use of the
Shamrock to illustrate the Three in One mys-
tery. Ever since the lIrish. have worn it on his
feast day and it has become a symbol of
Ireland internationally. It is worn on the flash
of the IRCON Soldiers and is carried on the
planes of Aer Lingus, Irish International Air-
lines, every day, the world over.

Saint Patrick’s use of it, in illustrating
unity was ideal, for once every year it be-
comes an identifying mark among Irishmen the
world over, wherever they have settled in
great or small numbers. Ireland’s Nationa! Day
i1s celebrated by parades and festivities in
many of the World’s major cities.

In the weeks preceding the feast day the
Shamrock is packed and sent by the people
at home to their relatives all over the World.
It thus becomes not only a symbol of unity
but a sentimental link with the home land.
