The Rangers have been BRITCON'’s infantry battalion since November

The Royal Irish Rangers — the only Irish Line Regiment in the British
Army — were formed on 1st July 1968 from the former Royal Inniskilling
Fusiliers, Royal Ulster Rifles and Royal Irish Fusiliers. At the time of the
formation the Regiment had three battalions but in December 1968 the

3rd Battalion was disbanded,

The history of the Regiment, how-
ever, goes back a great deal further
than 1968. The Royal Inniskilling Fu-
siliers were raised in Enniskillen on
June 20th 1689 for the defence of
that town. One of the Inniskillings
principle Battle Honours was that of
St. Lucia which was gained on May
24th 1796. After the capture of the
island the Governor decreed that the
Colour of the 27th Regiment would
fly for one hour before the Union flag
in recognition of their gallantry dur-
ing the attack, Another Battle Honour
celebrated by the Inniskillings was
“Waterloo”. After the battle the Duke
of Wellington wrote in his despatches
that /“the 27th had.saved the centre
of my line”. The territorial style and
title “Inniskilling” is the oldest in
the army.

The 83rd Regiment was raised in
Dublin by Major .William Fitch in

1793. The same year also saw the
raising of the 86th Regiment. These

two regiments later combined to form
The Royal Irish Rifles which in turn
became The Royal Ulster Rifles, The
major battle honour celebrated by The
Ulster Rifles is Somme Day which
commemorates the heroic part which
the Regiment played in that battle.

The 87th and 98th Regiments which
later became The Royal Irish Fusiliers
was also raised in 1793. In 1811 at
the Battle of Barrosa the 87th Regi-
ment won great renown by completely
routing three French battalions and
capturing the Eagle of the 8th Re-
giment, which was the first ever to
be captured by a British Regiment,

presents United

medal parade.

It was here also that when the Re-
giment charged the French they used
the Irish battle cry “Faugh-a-Bal-
lagh” — “’Clear the Way" — which
in after years became the Regimental
motto — and gained them their
nickname of “The Faughs’’.

All three Irish Infantry regiments
fought throughout the second world
war, With The 38th (Irish) Brigade
they fought side by side in North
Africa, Sicily and Italy. On D Day
both regular battalions of the Royal
Ulster Rifles were involved in the
landings in Normandy — the 1st Bn
as a part of the Airborne Division
and the 2nd Bn in the sea borne
landing.

The 2nd Battalion The Royal In-
niskillings Fusiliers served in Cyprus
from 1953 — 55 while the 1st Bat-
talion The Royal Inniskilling Fusiliers
were the first British battalion to be
deployed with UNFICYP in 1964,

The Ist Battalion Royal Irish Ran-
gers came from Germany where they
are part of 6éth Armoured Brigade,
to join UNFICYP. The 2nd Battalion
is stationed as Demonstration Bat-
talion at The School of Infantry,
Warminster.

GERM WARFARE BAN

49 countries, including the
US, USSR and UK, agreed on
10 April to outlaw biological
weapons. The convention was
signed at parallel ceremonies
at New York, Moscow and
London. Additional countries
may sign the convention, in
the future, at anyone of these
cities.

The convention forbids the
development, production and
stockpiling of bacteriological
(bilogical) weapons. It re-
quires parties to the conven-
tion to destroy any existing
stocks of weapons of germ
warfare within nine months of
the convention coming into
force. The convention will be
in force when it has been
ratified by the three deposi-
tary powers, and 19 others.

As an arms control measure
the new convention is regard-
ed in international circles
as the most significant deve-
lopment since the non-prolife-
ration treaty of 1968. That
treaty did not require any
destruction of existing wea-
pons,

The United States and the
Soviet Union tabled the draft
jointly. The draft was approv-
ed by the United Nations
General Assembly last Decem-
ber.
