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United States response to Secretary Generals
appeal for additional contributions.

At the 1647th meeting of the Security Council, convened
to extend the mandate of the United Nations Peace-Keeping
Force in Cyprus, Ambassador W. Tapley Bennett, pledged
United States support to the efforts of the Secretary-General
to get current financing of the United Nations Peace-Keeping
Force in Cyprus on a sound basis and to eliminate the deficit.

The payment of $8,000,000 is ments to the fund for the
evidence of this support, and peace - keeping force to
brings total United States pay- $52,8000,000.

ONTRIBUTIONS TOWARDS PEAGE-KEEPING

The payment by the United
States of $8,800,000 is made in
the expectation that, in res-
ponse to the Secretary-Gene-
ral’s special efforts to obtain
additional contributions, other
Members of the United Na-
tions, and particularly mem-
bers of the Security Council,
will contribute their fair share
to this peace-keeping operation
which continues to play such
a significant role in averting
civil war in- Cyprus.

Austria has contributed US
$80,000 towards the cost of the
current period of UNFICYP
and has stated that if the man-
date should be extended in
December that she would be
prepared to raise their contri-
butions to US $100.000. The
Federal Republic of Germany
has stated that, subject to par-
liamentary approval it will
make a further contribution of
US $500,000. Which would
bring their total contribution
towards the cost of UNFICYP to
eleven million dollars. Norway
contributed $129,713.42, Singa-
pore $500 and Sierra Leone
$9,750 towards the Peace-
Keeping operation.

A CYPRIOTISKA UPPTACKTSFARDER

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THE ROYAL SCOTS DRAGOON GUARDS

The Royal Scots Dragoon Guards are Scotland’s senior re-
giment and her only regular cavalry. The Regiment was form-
ed in 1971 from the union of two famous regiments, the 3rd
Carabiniers and the Royal Scots Greys. The 3rd Carabiniers
had themselves been constituted in 1922 from the amalgama-
tion of the old 3rd Dragoon Guards and the Carabiniers (6th
Dragoon Guards). The history of the Royal Scots Dragoon
Guards is therefore the record of three ancient regiments and,
through the Royal Scots Grey, they can claim to be the oldest

surviving Cavalry of the Line in the British Army.

“A” squadron commanded by
Major S. Stopford is now serv-
ing as the Force Reserve with
UNFICYP.

The regiments origins date
from 1678, when three inde-
pendant troops of Scots Dra-
goons were raised to quell the
Covenanters in Scotland. Like
many other troops in Scotland
at that time they were clad in
stone grey coats, red cloth
being unobtainable.

In 1685 numerous noblemen
in England were commissioned
to raise troops of cavalry, or
“Horse” as they were then call-
ed to assist James II to quell
the Duke of Monmouth’s rebel-
lion. This was done at Sedge-
moor and before the year was
out many of these troops had
been formed into Regiments,
among them the 4th and 9th
Regiments of Horse, later to
be restyled the 3rd and 6ph
Dragoon Guards and finally in
1928 to be known as the 3rd
Carabiniers.

The three regiments fought
at Blenhiem and Ramilles un-
der Marlborough’s  ecommand
and at Oudenarde in 1708 and
Malploquet in 1709.

In 1875 on the 18th of June
the battle of Wateloo took
place. The Scots Greys together
with two other cavalry regi-
ments were ordered to charge,
at a critical moment. As the
Greys passed through the Gor-
dons many of the highlanders
grasped their stirups and shout-
ing “Scotland for Ever” were
carried headlong through the
ranks of the leading French
division.  Sergeant Charles
Ewart captured the Imper;al
Eagle standard of the French
45th Regiment after a despe-
rate fight. In commemoration
the Eagle forms part of the cap
badge worn by the Roy_al Scots
Dragoon Guards to this day.
Napoleon who witnessed the
devastation wrought by the
Scots Greys, was everheard to
refer to them as ‘Les Terri-
bles Chevaux Gris”’ ‘those ter-
rible grey horses”.

In 1837 the Carabiniers con-

verted to Light Cavalry. The
Scots Greys -and Carabiniers
served in the Crimean War.
Where the Scots Greys sup-
ported, as part of the Heavy
Brigade, the famous charge of
the Light Brigade.

The Carabiniers then saw
service in India and Afganistan
and the 3rd Draoon Guards in
Abyssinia and with the Scots
Greys in Eypt in 1883/4.

All three regiments served
in the Beer War (1900) and
were to see much bitter fight-
ing in the grim battles of the
Western Front in the First
World War at Aisne, Messines,
Ypres, Arras, Cambrai, Amiens
and the Somme, to which the
long list of battle honours test-

ify. Many of these actions were
undertaken dismounted and on
numerous occasions manning
the trenches. Casualties were
heavy, the 3rd Dragoon Guards
having the highest amongst all
the British cavalry.

In 1920 the Scots Greys left
Edinburgh for Egypt and sub-
seuent internal security opera-
tions in Palestine, their first
bout of overseas service in
peace time. In 1922 they jour-
neyed on to India where they

were stationed on the North
West Frontier and later in
Meerut. They returned to Edin-
burgh in 1927.

In 1920, The Carabiniers we-
re ordered to reduce to one
squadron and sail for India. At
Sailkot they joined two survi-
ving squadrons of the 3rd Dra-
goon Guards to become the
3rd/6th Dragoon Guards, the
squadrons retaining their ori-
ginal badges. The amalgama-
ted regiment returned home in
1924 and four years later the
attempt to retain the indivi-
dualities of the two former re-
giments was abandoned and
they were redesignated the 3rd
Carabiniers (Prince of Wale’s
Dragoon Guards).

SECOND WORLD WAR

The two regiments served in
different theaters of operations
during the Second World War.

The Scots Greys served, still
mounted on their famous grey
horses, in Palestine in 1938. In
1941 they saw action in Syria.
In July of the same year they
handed in their thorses and

ing their conversion, they were
sent to the Western Desert
where in 1942 they took part
in the Battle of El Alamein.
In the Italian campaign they
played a decisive part in the
Salerno landings and were the
first to enter Naples. The regi-
ment then return to England
to train for D-day when they
later played a prominent part
in the action at the Falaise
Gap. At the end of the war the
regiment had reached Wismar
a Baltic port.

The 3rd Carabiniers station-
ed in India were to fight a
very different kind of war. In
1944 they were with Slims 14th
Army at the battle of Imphal
where the enemy succeeded in
taking the high, steep sided
Nunshigum ridge, north east of
Imphal.
