Until 1935 the squadron opera-
ted either fighters or light
bombers; after that date it
operated fixed wing transport
aireraft until coming to Cyprus.

Flight Lieutenant W.A. “Dig-
ger” Barrell commands the De-
tachment which consists of six
pilots, six crewmen and seven-
teen ground crew.

All personnel are on 2%
or 3 year tours. The majority
of the aircrew served in UN-
FICYP previously with 230
Squadron in 1970 and 1971 so

there is a high level of ex-
perience in UN operations
within the Detachment.

The Whirlwind ‘helicopter
demands a great deal of ser-
vicing. Inspections before and
after each flight take an hour
and every aircraft is inspected
rigourously once every two
weeks. All this means that the
ground crew under Chief Tech.
nician John Gardner have to
work long hours in maintaining
their high standards. An indi-
cation of the wealth of ex-
perience on the flight is that
not only are there two more
Chief Technicians, John Welch
and Terry Hudson, but also
seven Sergeants. slost of the

groundcrew have served on
Whirlwind squadrons before.

The squadron motto could be
“Safety First” and unlike UN-
FICYP’s drivers the squadron
has an excellent record. How-
ever, readers should remem-
ber to use the correct hand
signals and drills when enter-
ing and leaving a helicopter.
It is possible for the rotor
blades to come as close as
three to four feet from the
ground until the pilot has
“feathered” the blades, and re-
member keep away from the
rear of the helicopter, not only
is the tail blade extremely
lethal but the pilot cannot
clearly see you.

644 Signals Troop consists of
60 British and 20 Canadian
Signallers. The Troop provides
radio, telephone and Signals
Despatch Service for HQ UN-
FICYP. In addition, radio de-
tachments are provided to
Swedcon, Dancon and the radio
rebroadcast station at Troodos.

Most of the Canadian ele-
ment of the Troop are radio
operators whose job is to man
the VHF Command net and the
HF guard net. The remaining
few are linemen who do a
normal lineman’s job of laying
cable, repairing it, telephone
installation and maintenance
ete. The troop on a rotating
basis has a Canadian 2IC and
British Signals Officer or vice
versa.
