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NOTES ON RECENT AIRBORNE
ARRIVALS

Cypriot ornithologists have reported the arrival on the island of a
species not seen in such numbers for many years. It has been observed in
the new sightings that the “Lesser Spotted Red Cap” changed from its
distinctive pale bedy plumage with “red hat” to a much darker plumage

with pale blue markings about the head and throat.

In the space of sixteen months sight-
ings have been reported in Malta, Eng-
land, Ghana and Cyprus. No where
else in the bird world are there such
migratory habits. ‘For unexplained
reasons the lesser spotted redcap sud-
denly and without warning migrates
to various parts of the globe. It is
in fact believed by many that the
destination is only decided after they
arrive! Strangely enough only the
male of the species does this, the
female being left at home. They,
after a strange ceremony, all gather
round making peculiar chuntering
noises, but they quickly settle down
to a mateless routine — in fact some
of them seem to enjoy this arrange-
ment. ;
