On 4th October the two runners
attempted two different routes from
the Nicosia road junction to Stavro-
vouni Monastery. Private Loveridge
taking the shorter steeper route set
a record for the 4!, miles up at 35
mins and for the ‘total once up

and down of 9 miles a record time
of 56 mins. Lance Corporal Edwards
fastest time up on 5.7 mile course
each way was 30 mins 12 secs and
for twice up and twice down (a dis-
tance of 22.8 miles) a time of 2 hrs
23 mins 36 secs.

Many beautiful
rivers have become sewers
