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FREE FALL PARAGHUTING

All over the world people
have watched Free Fall Para-
chuting. This comparatively
new sport is both gpectacular
for the onlooker and almost
the ultimate in excitement for
the participant. For display
purposes the parachutists leave
the aircraft at about 12,000
feet and perform their turns,
loops and spins in the sky
before opening their parachu-
tes at 2,000 feet and steering

themselves accurately to a
pre-arranged target in the
arena.

For the spectators a display
means straining the neck and

te Regiment are
courses in Free Fall Para-
chuting for any of their mem-
bers who are willing to give
up part of their leave period,
there is usually a long waiting
list. The courses are carried
out at Kings Field Dhekelia
where the students complete a
course of ten descents from
about 5,000 feet. When jump-
ing has finished for the day
the course gather round and
discuss the days’ problems.
The students animated des-
criptions of every moment of
the day are carefully analysed
by the instructors who then
offer advice and plan the

shielding the eyes to watch
the approach of the aircraft.
Suddenly the tiny black dots
of the jumpers are detached
and falling, steering their
various routes in the sky,
joining hands and separating,
always growing larger until
they are recognised as men
with arms and legs outspread.
After 60 seconds of freefall
the ripcords are pulled and
the canopies give an opening
crack. The multicoloured ca-
nopies against the blue sky
turn and twist as they work
to guide the jumpers towards
the target. It all appears so
simple but many jumps, much
practice and a great deal of
preparation and planning is
necessary for each display.
