Kyprianou, Bibiano Osorio-Taffal. Special Representative of the
Secretary-General, Major-General Prem Chand. PVSM, Force
‘Commander UNFICYP, H.K. Nidai representing the Turkish
leadership, members of the Diplomatic and U.N. Officials.

Mr. Jose Rolz-Bennett told
correspondents his present vi-
sit to Cyprus was coincidental,
as he was returning from a
visit to Addis Ababa where he
had addressed, on behalf of
the Secretary-General, a con-
