ROYAL
22nd
REGIMENT

The 2nd Battalion of one of
Canada’s most famous regi-
ments, the Royal 22s or as they
are more popularly called, the
“Van Doos”, is presently the
Canadian battalion here in
Cyprus. Seven years ago the
Ist Battalion of the Regiment
was the first group of Canadian
soldiers to arrive on the then
strife torn island.

The “Van Doos” were form-
ed in 1914 when authorization
was given from the Canadian
Prime Minister to build a force
entirely of French speaking
Canadians. Up until this time
French Canadians who joined
the forces were intergrated
into English speaking units.

Lieutenant-Colonel F. M.
Gaudet became the first Com-
manding Officer and in 1915
took 1,250 officers and men to
war.

Their first assignment made
them real veterans as they
fought in the battle at Ypres.
In 1916 they left there for
more bloody fighting at the
Somme and Courcelette.

After this came Vimy, Lens
and Hill 70, Passchendaele,
Maricourt, Amiens, the Hinden-
burg Line, Cherisy and finally
Cambrai and victory. It was at
Cherisy that the 22e broke the
defences of the Hindenburg
Line.

The war took a great toll of
the regiment. In August 1918
there were only 39 men left
commanded by a Sergeant

Major. Every officer was either
killed or wounded and of 700
men there remained 40.

The regiment was reformed
in time for the final break-
through of the Hindenburg
Line and in Christmas 1918 oc-
cupied the Rhineland.

Demobilized in 1919 the 22e
came back in 1920 to be ele-
vated to the status of Regiment
and became part of the order
of batt’e of the Canadian Per-

manent Force. Their home was
the Citadel of Quebec and
Fiel!d Marshall Foch their Hon-
orary Colonel. In 1921 His
Majesty King George V best-
owed the title “Royal” on the
regiment.

The years between wars were
uneventful but in 1939 when
war broke out the Royal 22e
were again en route to England
where they began training for
that country’s defence. They
trained for three years until
finally committed to action in
July 1943 at Sicily.

After Sicily came Reggio
Gambatesa, Ortona, Casa Beradi
and others in the Italian penin-
sula.

They then joined the 1st
Canadian Army in North West
Europe and fought in the

liberation of Holland.

At the close of the war in
Europe a second battalion was
formed for operation in the
Pacific but Japan's surrender
led to its demobilization. The
regiment came back to Canada
in September 1945.

In 1950 war broke out in
Korea and a 2nd and 3rd bat-
talion were raised with the 2nd
being sent to Korea in 1951.
The 1st battalion replaced the
2nd in 1951 and one year later
they were replaced by the 3rd.

Between 1953 and 1959 each
of the battalions spent two
years in Germany with the
NATO Brigade.

In 1964 when trouble br(_)ke
out in Cyprus the 1st Battalion
was sent and by 1969 all three
battalions had completed a tour
of duty on the island.

The regiment’s motto “Je me
souviens” means “I remem-
ber”. Its nick-name is “Van
Doos” and the mascot, a goat.

The present Commanding
Officer is Lieutenant Colonel
G. H. J. Lessard.
