foreign postings.

In truth, it is these same
healthy personnel that have
pressed the Unit Aid Station
into servicee The medics
handle more than two hundred
patients a month on daily sick
parades with more than two
hundred reasons for being
there.

Sports, occupational hazards,
respiratory ailments and skin
infections lead the list of rea-
sons for being; but health is
no guarantee, even for the
young and healthy and they
come daily for treatment.

Like any other organization,
preventative action is a force
to be reckoned with. Hygiene

inspections  embracing food
preparations, medical super-
vision and checks on food

handlers are made. Living ac-
commodations, furnishings,
water supply and control of
sewerage, pools and water con-
sumption are constantly moni-
tored; as are the general area
health problems which often
pose special hygiene problems.

The ten man unit has facili-
