VEHICLE CONTROL: Friction between the road surface
and tyres — only that rubber which touches the road — en-
ables a car to start, move, turn and stop. Dry ‘roads and good
tyres provide good traction. Slippery road surfaces reduce
friction and car control. Uneven and bumpy roads bounce the
wheels up and down, causing unequal friction and make steer-
ing and braking difficult. To prevent skids, reduced speed is
as essential on bumby roads as on wet and slippery
road surfaces. Maintain a moderate speed on slippery roads
and avoid sudden acceleration or braking.
